Rekordlang Riverdance linje fejres i Dublin i denne weekend!

Sendag den 21. juli kI 12.00 vil Riverdance entusiaster i Dublin gare en helhjertet indsats pa at sla alle tidligere forseg pa at danne den
leengste Riverdance linje og dermed komme i den bergmte ‘Guinness Book of Records’. Alt dette sker som et led i 'the Gathering Ireland 2013’
som er et helt ars fejring af alt, hvad der er irsk — folket, den unikke kultur og den rige historie.

Det forventes at over 2300 mennesker vil dukke op og hjeelpe til med at gare linjedans eventen til en 'record-breaker’! Danseglade mennesker
fra 44 lande har allerede tilmeldt sig og de vil blive sikkert ledt igennem strabadserne af den bergmte Riverdance danserinde, Jean Butler.
Jean Butler er en danser fra New York med irske rgdder, som tog verden med storm for 19 ar siden, da det aller ferste Riverdance show Iagb af
stablen ved Eurovision finalen i Dublin i 1994.

Linjedans rekord forseget er en del af 'Riverdance — the Gathering’ som er en enestaende event i anledningen af The Gathering Ireland
2013, som laegger navn til over 4000 arrangementer, store som sma, over hele Irland i 2013.
