Universitetsholmen, five minutes from the Central Station in Malma. In
addition to offices, the building comprises Story Hotel as well as retail and
restaurants. Among the tenants are EY, Altitude Meetings, United Spaces,
BIMobject and a Black Box for concerts and other types of events.

The office building is certified LEED Platinum (Leadership in Energy &
Enviromental Design).
