FRANKFURT
Frankfurt Music Fair
11.04.2018 – 14.04.2018

Apple Wine Festival

Frankfurt Book Fair

Rhine in Flames (Rüdesheim and Bingen)

Theatrium
08.06.2018 – 09.06.2018

many attractions of the festival.

Hanau: Brothers Grimm Fairytale Festival

Rüsselsheim: Klassikertreffen
24.06.2018

The cars are put on display in the Opel Villas and 
Verna Park, two locations whose signature ambience is 
worthy of these automotive works of art. The eyes of owners 
and visitors alike are sure to shine as brightly as the freshly 
polished cars.

Bad Nauheim: European Elvis Festival

parades. The event program will be complemented by guided 
tours and eye-witness accounts of that time.
